--Vessels on Pacific Coast of C America are close to GREEN zone, so use times/channels for W Caribbean

--Evening Net (Purple) is geared to vessels on offshore passages (propagation near Sunset is LONG, allowing us to work vessels
to/from Europe, and well into Pacific)...but we'll take traffic from any Subscribing Vessel, as long as you hail us 15 minutes prior to the
Net so we can put you on the list.

--Feel free to hail me on ANY Net when you hear me call for traffic. Synopses are beamed to specific areas, but I'll take traffic from ANY
Subscribing Vessel on ANY Net.

--If you lie a little outside Beam Coverage (see map), then you'll still hear me, but not as strong. When we make contact I'll turn my
Beam toward you.

--Vessels considerably away from a Beam (including in Gulf Of Mexico): use 4.045 USB (omni-directional), Evening Net, or let me know
you plan to contact me and we can set a time/channel

--Nets will start promptly at the designated times. If I am not done working traffic from a previous Net, I will need to STOP the previous
Net abruptly so I can remain on schedule. If this happens, I'll let you know when I plan to return to the previous Net.
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
